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Year 6 – Home Journal Activities

[bookmark: _GoBack]Whilst you are off school, we want you to keep completing some fantastic pieces of writing. You have been taught all the things you need to include and there is a list in your planner if you need a reminder.

We want you to do at least one piece of writing each week, just like we do at school. We expect the final piece to be just as good as it is in school, as we will be reading your journals when you come back to school.

Here are some writing ideas for you to work through- you can do them in any order and tick them off once you’ve completed them: 
· Keep a diary for a week- something like this has never happened in our lifetime before and so making a record of it would be a great idea. You are history makers!
· Write an adventure story and include dialogue to advance the action! 
· Write a scary story and read it to somebody to try and make them scared. Remember to use what we learnt when we wrote Alma. 
· Write a newspaper report about a topic of your choice, you can use the news to help you or make up your own. 
· Make something and write some clear instructions. 
· Write a balanced argument about whether schools should be closed or not. 
· Write a formal persuasive letter about something you are passionate about. Remember our one about the Orang-utans? 
· Write a story about an alien invasion! 
· Pick an animal and write a non-chronological report about it. You all did a fantastic one in school! 
· Review your books that you are reading for pleasure, we will be picking the best ones for the display in Henry’s Hideaway!
· Write a recount about something you have done that week that has been different or exciting. 
· Write some character descriptions from your favourite films. You could even make up your own characters, or write a sequel or the story from the villain’s perspective. 
· Write a biography of a famous composer. Listen to different classical music at home and talk about it with your family. 
· Write a rap about your time at Woodside Primary School. 
· Research a famous artist and write a report about their life and work. 
· Create a comic strip about The Blitz. 
· Pick an item in your house and write a persuasive advert to get somebody to buy it – try and pick a really boring item to challenge yourself! 
· Pick some random items in your house and write what life is like from their perspective – remember The Day the Crayons Quit? Make it like that. 
You can use lots of colour and drawings to make your journals beautiful!
If you can think of anything else that you want to write about that links to your past topics of WW2 and The Tudors then add it in too!
We will be updating the website with some work for you to do in History, Geography and RE, you can complete any written tasks in you journal. Remember, it is the same expectations at school- keep them as wonderful as your English and Topic books!
